A Drilling to date has confirmed the presence of a disseminated gold system potentially

A Last hole of 2011 drilling, SL1114A, encountered zone of strong silicic alteration not
previously seen in north zone, with wide zones of strong disseminated sulphide
mineralization and quartz indicating a later hydrothermal event
